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5.3 Charter Schools 
Charter schools are independent public schools founded by notͲforͲproĮt Boards of 
Trustees that operate under a contract or ͞charter͟ of up to Įve years. Many charter 
schools have unique educational approaches that may include longer school days, a longer 
school year, and/or thematic programs. Any student eligible for admission to a New York 
City public school is eligible for admission to a public charter school.

Please note that applying to a charter school does not guarantee placement. /f the number 
of applicants eǆceeds the number of available seats at a charter school, the charter school 
must conduct a lottery to determine admissions. /nterested students or families should 
contact each charter school directly to receive speciĮc information about the school’s 
application process.

English as a New Language programs, which used to be called English 
as a Second Language or ESL, provide instruction in English with 
support in the students’ home language so that they can learn to 
read, write, and speak English. Students in this program can come 
from many diīerent language backgrounds, and English may be the 
only common language among them.

Transitional 
Bilingual 

Education (TBE)

Transitional Bilingual Education programs provide reading, writing, 
and other classes in English and in your child’s home language. As 
students’ English improves, time spent learning in English increases 
and time spent learning in the home language decreases. Knce your 
child is no longer identiĮed as an English Language Learner, he or she 
will eǆit the program.

Dual Language 
(DL)

/n Dual Language programs, students are taught in two languages͗ 
English and their home language, such as Spanish, Chinese, or 
French, among others. The goal of this program is for students to 
be able to read, write, and speak in both English and their home 
language. /n Dual Language classes, the home language and English 
are used equally.

Every middle school participating in Middle School Admissions is eǆpected to welcome and 
serve students with disabilities in accordance with their /EPs. The /EP team at the middle 
school will review the /EP to ensure that all services and supports are in place. /n some 
cases, the /EP team may need to reĮne the /EP to better meet student needs. 

Middle school programs have a group of seats for students whose /EPs specify special 
education instructional programming for more than ϮϬй of their academic program. 
Special education instructional programming includes /ntegrated CoͲTeaching (/CT) 
classes, Special Class (SC), and Special Education Teacher Support Services (SETSS). Zelated 
Services, such as speech, occupational therapy (KT), and physical therapy (PT), are not 
considered special education instructional programming for the purposes of Middle School 
Admissions. Seats are used for admissions purposes only͖ all students with /EPs will receive 
the services listed on their /EPs. 

Students with disabilities who are recommended for and who have attended a District ϳϱ 
program and are considering a middle school outside of District ϳϱ should work with their 
/EP team to determine whether the recommendation for District ϳϱ for middle school is 
still appropriate. /f the student’s /EP team determines that the student no longer needs 
District ϳϱ, then the student participates in Middle School Admissions. Students whose 
/EPs recommend a District ϳϱ program and whose /EP team determines that the student 
will continue in a District ϳϱ program for middle school are not required to participate in 
Middle School Admissions.

5.7 Student Transportation 
The New York City Department of Education oīers transportation to middle school 
students based on these criteria͗ 

ഩඵ Students in siǆth grade are provided with free transportation if they live one mile 
or more from the school͖ if they live closer than that but more than Ъ mile from 
the school, a halfͲfare MTA bus pass is available on request from their school. Free 
transportation is provided as either a yellow bus or a MetroCard. Students receive 
yellow busing if (i) their school has bus service, (ii) they live in the same school 
district as their school, and (iii) if a stop eǆists, or can be created. Stops cannot be 
created if they make the eǆisting route longer than Įve miles, as measured through 
each stop to the school. 

ഩඵ Students in seventh grade and above are provided with MetroCards if they live ϭЪ 
miles or more from school. /f they live closer than that but more than Ъ mile from 
school, a halfͲfare MTA bus pass is available on request from their school. 

ഩඵ Students receiving special education services who are mandated to receive 
specialiǌed transportation on their most recent /EP are placed on bus routes to and 
from the school they attend. /n addition, parents may request additional medical 
accommodations based on their child’s special needs which may also aīect the 
type of vehicle or route on which the student is placed. For more information about 
transportation, call the Kĸce of Pupil Transportation at ϳϭϴͲϯϵϮͲϴϴϱϱ or visit 
schools.nyc.gov/oĸces/ƚƌanspoƌƚation.
